: Potential Impacts
Amendments to Chapter 15.03 of the Land Development Code to create a Mixed-Use Overlay District may have the following
impacts:

Re-zoning as directed by the City Council or as requested by a property owner®

Encouragement of shared parking and parking reductions for mixed-use developments®

Higher density residential development projects®

Traffic and access to rail facilities issues including pedestrian, bikes, parking, and bus service®



Allowed Uses

The following uses are allowed within the M district:

a. Attached multi-family dwelling units, including apartments, condominiums, townhomes and urban dwelling units (in the
core development areas, attached multi-family dwelling units are allowed only above non-residential uses);

Day care centers and day care homes (associated with residential uses);

Group care living facilities;

Hotels (multiple stories only);

Live/work dwelling units;

Personal services;

Professional offices;

Retail uses of less than twenty-five thousand (25,000) square feet of gross floor area;

Transit stations and associated parking facilities (allowed only in the core development areas);

Other uses, including temporary uses such as farmers markets, special events, and entertainment venues, as determined by
the planning director to be consistent with the purpose of the district.
